Annual Report 2010/2011 

The Library staff has worked very hard this year to continue 
to provide quality services and programs to our community 
and making the best use of our limited budget.  

Our community is changing, so we did too. Through some 
creative redesigning and shifting of tables and shelves, the 
Library was able to expand both our Children’s Area and 
Teen Area.  We added a new Tween area for children ages 
9 to 12 in the space formerly occupied by the teens. This 
added 120 shelves to the  Children’s Area.  The Teen Area 
was relocated to the Southwest corner of the Library and 
expanded by 58 shelves.  This means that the Children’s 
Area can now hold approximately 3000 more books, and 
the Teen Area can now hold approximately 1500 more 
books. 

In April 2010, we launched our  
inaugural “Buena Park Reads   
Together” program, an event that 
encourages everyone to embrace 
the diversity in the community 
through shared readings,          
discussions, food and fun.  

This year’s selections were centered around the theme “The 
Immigrant Experience.”  We selected titles for different age 
groups.  For adults, The Namesake by Jhumpa Lahiri was 
chosen.  The teen title was A Step From Heaven by An Na, 
and the tween title was Esperanza Rising by Pam Muñoz 
Ryan.  A title for children was selected as well— We All Have 
a Heritage by Sandy L. Holman.    

Our “Buena Park Reads Together” Kickoff included           
storytelling, poetry readings, puppetry, Reader’s Theater and 
much more! Participants shared their heritage and their     
stories at book discussions held at the Library and at the 
Buena Park Senior Activity Center’s Reading Group.
